(H)Patient #3: A 16 year-old girl who has been shot in the head and back, unable to move legs, mother of a baby who was shot 

· Unable to move legs, normal vitals

(A)Patient #4: An English Teacher who was shot in the abdomen, breathing with no peripheral pulses.  –no pulse palpable radially marked hamates, cyanotic nail polish RR 8 HR 100

(F)Patient #5: A Classmate of Candice 

· IF the airway is repositioned, indicate that the child is now breathing.
· RR 0 ( 25 HR 100 Pulses are palpable, CRFT is 3 sec.  R     Y     G      B
(Y)Patient #6: 8 year-old boy with a head injury, unresponsive

· Pulses are palpable, RR 12 HR 45  CRFT is 1 second.

(S)Patient #7: An aggressive cognitively disabled boy 
- Seems to have Baseline mental status.
