PRIDE 2010-2011 Scenario #2: SCHOOL SHOOTING
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Learning Objectives: 1) Accurately triage patients using the local triage strategy




 2) Explain the rationale behind each of their triage decisions




 3) When necessary, correctly manage the airway and  

                                       assess the pulse of disaster victims.




  4) Triage all 10 patients in 7 minutes or less. 

Background: Whalley School is a special needs school, which educates and enriches children with special healthcare needs and behaviorally health issues, across a wide range of ages. The school has a nursery, where the infants of the high school students are cared for while their mothers attend school. It is 11:00 am. The school has been the site of a school shooting, the first to occur in your city. Little is known about the incident, but eyewitnesses report that a mentally ill student has shot his baby, who was in the nursery, the baby’s mother, several others, and then himself. 
The victims have been brought to the gym. There is no report of a second shooter, and the shooter has been apprehended. The incident commander for this event has designated you as the triage officer.  Your responsibility is to triage the victims using the triage strategy used in your region.  Manikins required (6 total manikins, details in descriptions of individual patients):

	Moulage: Chest bullet wound, on patient’s right side at the mid-axillary line (think small caliber bullet to the liver). Pallor to face with white makeup. Unable to walk or move all four extremities. 
	Vitals: RR 80 HR 140 BP 71/30 CRFT 2 seconds
	MultiMedia Needs/Dialogue: 

Groaning occasionally. 

	To be portrayed by: VitalSim/MegaCode kid
	Expected Learner Interventions: 
	Expected Triage Level: RED

	Physical Exam:  Lung sounds decreased on the right.  moulage as above. Pulses are “thready” if the rescuer asks.

(M)Patient #2: A Horribly Injured Baby

(H)Patient #3: A 16 year-old girl who has been shot in the low back, mother of the baby who was shot

Candice and Clinton dated for about six months, and things became rocky when she announced her pregnancy.  Clinton became angry when the baby was born and he was not informed.  He has become increasingly violent with Candice, demanding custody of his son. Clinton stormed into her English class, she got up to run away, and he shot her.

	Moulage/Props: Large, greenish bruise on left arm from being grabbed by Clinton in the hallway last week. GSW to low back. Props include shirt with a bloody hole in the low back.

	MultiMedia Needs/Dialogue: 

Crying, asking about her baby.  “He is so crazy!” “This really hurts!” “Why can’t I move my legs?”

	To be portrayed by: A standardized patient, of consistent ethnicity across sites, as young as possible, without being younger than 15.  
	Expected Learner Interventions: 
	Expected Triage Level: YELLOW

	Physical exam: Bullet wound to back.  Legs insensate, unable to walk or move legs. 
	None in triage
	Note to the Standardized patient: portray fear, bewilderment, concern for son, and interest in what happened to Clinton. You are unable to move your legs. 


(A)Patient #4: An English Teacher who was shot in the abdomen, breathing with no pulses.

Bullet hole in epigastric area, 4 cm, with cratering and soot. Shirt with appropriate blood and bullet hole. Stereotypical school-teacher clothes, button down shirt, a cardigan sweater.  CYANOSIS blue nail polish per Jorge Y. 
	Vitals: 
RR 8 (please count to seven between breaths when being evaluated,  HR 100, but peripheral pulse is not palpable (put “x” on hamate bone of wrist for the pulse) and there is slow CRFT (white nail polish?) BP 80/palp.
	MultiMedia Needs/Dialogue: 

Does not say anything. No vocalizations. 

	To be portrayed by: 
Standardized patient
	Expected Learner Interventions: 
Evaluation.  
	Expected Triage Level: RED

	Physical exam: Unable to walk. Patient is breathing, but has poorly palpable pulses, and capillary refill time of 4 seconds.  Unable to walk or move all four extremities.

SimMan or ACLS trainer
	Expected Learner Interventions: 
Reposition airway. BVM (5 rescue breaths) would be expected with JumpSTART, not expected with Smart, and is rescuer optional at the RI site. 
	Expected Triage Level: RED

	Physical exam: Patient is not breathing, a 2 cm bullet wound under the right clavicle. Not breathing initially, but if airway positioned + BVM will breathe.  Unable to walk or move all four extremities. Pulses palpable, CRFT is 2 seconds.

	Physical exam: Healthy, able to walk. 
	
	Note to SP: really play up the Anger, the frustration, and the inability to fully comprehend what happened. Dave is generally a nice kid, slow, with anger issues. Make it difficult for the triage officer to leave you.

Animated, and alert. Will be sitting on the floor at first. If learner can indicate that s/he would like the SP to get up and walk, the SP should get up and walk. 

	To be portrayed by: 
A young SP, female. Knowledge of basic sign language a plus. 
	Expected Learner Interventions: 
Evaluation. 
	Expected Triage Level: GREEN

	Physical exam: The patient appears well, and is using American sign language.  Is able to walk and move all four extremities.

You are very anxious, and concerned about your classmates. Your arm hurts.
