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PRIDE 2010-2011 Scenario #1: HOUSE FIRE
Learning Objectives: 1) Accurately triage patients using the local triage strategy




 2) Explain the rationale behind each of their triage decisions




 3) When necessary, correctly manage the airway and  

                                       assess the pulse of disaster victims.




  4) Triage all 10 patients in 7 minutes or less. 

Background: The City Fire Department has responded to a house fire on Porter Street.  It is 3:00 a.m.  It is a two family dwelling in which two related families live.  You (the learners) are the ambulance response crew that has arrived on the scene. At this time, the fire has been controlled, and there is no spread to adjacent dwellings. 

The fire department has rescued 10 victims of the fire.  It is two miles to the hospital.  The victims have been brought to the church community center next door for shelter.  The incident commander for this event has designated you as the triage officer.  You responsibility is to triage the victims using the triage strategy used in your region.  
Manikins required (6 total manikins, details in descriptions of individual patients):

1 Sim Baby

2 Low Fidelity Baby Dolls

4 Standardized patients

(Q)Patient #1: A five year-old boy who is breathing fast

	Physical Exam:  Bilateral wheezes, moulage as above. Pulses are “thready” if the rescuer asks. Peter does not talk, but moans continuously.  He is unable to walk or move all four extremities.

(H)Patient #2: A non-ambulatory mother, injured, talking, unable to walk.

Shirley went back into the house to try to rescue the baby, Phillip (patient #3).  She was rescued by firefighters, and was found beneath charred debris. 

Shirley complains of a headache and pain from the burns on her hands and arms. She also is unable to walk, with pain in her right ankle.

	Physical exam: Burns to upper extremities as above, swelling to right ankle.  Unable to move right leg or thigh at all.

	To be portrayed by: 
A standardized patient, college aged, female.
	Expected Learner Interventions: 
	Expected Triage Level: RED

	Physical exam: Forehead hematoma, smoky clothing. Unable to walk or move all four extremities.
	
	Note to standardized patient: Rescuers may need to rub your sternum or do other uncomfortable things to assess whether you react. Please do not talk.  You may groan, swat purposelessly at the rescuer, and shift around a little. Lay on the floor, and do not get up.  If a rescuer is too vigorous in trying to awaken you, a member of the team will stop them. 


(Y) Patient #5: A five year-old boy who is not breathing

Reposition airway. The child should begin to breathe slowly.   BVM is okay, but not required. This is triage only. 
	Expected Triage Level: RED

	Physical exam: Unable to walk or move all four extremities. Patient is not breathing, with soot around the nares. He begins to breathe shallowly with airway repositioning. Capillary refill is brisk, if asked

(B)Patient #6: A girl with spina bifida confined to a wheelchair

A young SP, female. Same ethnicity as Franco, patient #7
	Expected Learner Interventions: 
Evaluation. 
	Expected Triage Level: GREEN (yellow is justifiable, but GREEN is preferred)

	Physical exam: Sitting up straight in the wheelchair. Smells of smoke. Otherwise unaffected. Unable to walk or move all four extremities. The patient informs the examiner that this is normal for her. 
	
	Note to the SP:

You are very anxious, and concerned about your family, particularly your grandmother. 


(S)Patient #7: A stoic teenaged brother who is trying to keep it together.

“Please, just help my family. I am praying that you can save my baby cousin, and find my grandmother.”

Stoic, serious.   

	To be portrayed by: 
A young male SP of the same ethnicity as Carmen (patient #6)
	Expected Learner Interventions: 
Evaluation
	Expected Triage Level: GREEN

	Physical exam: has the burn mentioned above, which is red, sensate (painful) with central blisters (2 in number, each 1 cm across). Is able to walk. 
	
	Note to SP: really play up the earnest, worried, sincere nature of Franco. Also, please say things like “I’m okay, help the others.”

Also, when the learner is seeing the patient #10 (Zeke), please say: “Grandma might have gone to CVS for more of his drink (pedialyte).”



(W)Patient #8: A badly burned baby girl

	Expected Learner Interventions: 
Reposition airway. BVM (5 rescue breaths) would be expected with JumpSTART, not expected with Smart, and is rescuer optional at RI. Assess circulation. 
	Expected Triage Level: BLACK

	Physical exam: Patient is not breathing, with soot around the nares. She has burns over her  anterior forearms and hands, anterior thighs and legs, and over the trunk from the nipple line to the waistline. Finally, there is a 4 cm burn with linear blisters over the forehead. Unable to walk or move all four extremities
	
	


(F)Patient #9: A father who is breathing, with no pulses. He has a history of substance abuse, and uses a pipe to consume drugs

	To be portrayed by: 
SimMan or ACLS trainer
	Expected Learner Interventions: 
Evaluation, airway repositioning.  
	Expected Triage Level: RED

	Physical exam: Patient is breathing, weak pulses only, and capillary refill time of 3 seconds.  Unable to walk or move all four extremities.
	
	


(J)Patient #10: An unresponsive baby.

	To be portrayed by: 
Simbaby. 
	Expected Learner Interventions: 
Evaluation
	Expected Triage Level: RED

	Physical exam: Capillary refill time is 5 seconds. Skin is ashen. No moving. Vomited on his PJs.  Unable to walk or move all four extremities. No pulses palpable.
